REPORT UPDATE (650 words)

This is to correct the FCPRAC reporting system that indicated that a report had not been submitted for this project. A report
was submitted and acknowledged via e-mail as being received on Nov. 28 and Dec. 4, 2007.

Below is a summary of the report that was submitted:

Quality library resources are vital for locating and viewing important research and extension information used in maintaining
competitive citrus-growing operations. In the past decade, computer technology and online databases have become much
more extensive, reducing the need to physically travel to libraries. The proceedings of the FSHS house a wealth of
information that is often used by the citrus industry, now including when searching for specific results from all
FCPRAC-sponsored work. However, only a few volumes are now available on-line in electronic format. The few volumes of
citrus-related FSHS publications are only there because the FCPRAC funded a “test” program in 2003-04. If funded, this
project will allow Internet access to citrus related papers printed in all available FSHS proceedings. Digitizing all available
citrus-related FSHS papers and organizing them at one website would greatly assist growers interested in quickly locating
and viewing specific information. All citrus information published in the FSHS proceedings could be quickly located on-line
(http://www.fshs.org/) by browsing through the volumes, or by using the website search engine. Such resources, easily
accessible on-line, would greatly assist growers in maintaining competitive citrus-growing operations.

An effective, high-quality method for scanning the FSHS proceedings was developed after testing many scanners and
methods of removing the volume bindings. All available FSHS proceedings were collected from the FSHS archives, scanned,
and individual papers separated into individual files. The text of each paper was converted into electronic text so that the
entire manuscript is searchable by key words. Of the 107 volumes dating from 1888 to 1994, all volumes dating back to 1935
were acquired and digitized. Twenty nine volumes are currently missing between 1888 and 1935, but we will continue to
search and scan these missing volumes as copies are found that are suitable for scanning. All volumes are available through
the FSHS website (http://www.fshs.org/).
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
