REPORT UPDATE (650 words)

Dr. Pasco Avery, post-doctoral entomologist located at the Indian River Research and Education Center in Ft. Pierce, was
hired as a result of this grant to provide direct assistance to citrus growers on the east coast in the evaluation and further
development of their Asian citrus psyllid management programs. The following is a brief synopsis of the trials Dr. Avery has
coordinated with growers on the east coast that will be continued during 2009. Additional trials will likely be undertaken
during 2009 as new opportunities are available.

Evans Properties, Bluefield Division - Okeechobee: Evaluation of PFR 97 fungal sprays on trap crop; continue comparing
psyllid populations under programs of different intensities; continued evaluation of the use of rows of hedged citrus as a trap
crop for improved psyllid control.

Packers of Indian River, Ltd. - Ft. Pierce: Continue monitoring psyllids along grove borders to assess the psyllid population
dynamics and likely movement patterns throughout the year.

IMG Citrus — Fellsmere, Pine Ranch, Inc. - Lorida, and River Country Citrus, Inc. - Okeechobee: Continue assessing the
effectiveness of various chemical sprays for managing psyllids using sticky traps, tap and flush samples in spray trials
throughout the year.

Orange Co. - Arcadia: Evaluation of PFR 97 fungal sprays as a dormant spray for managing psyllids.

St. John’s Management District — Vero Beach and Ft. Pierce and Orange Avenue Grower’s Association - Ft. Pierce: Continue
assessing the effectiveness of aerial spray program for managing psyllids.
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
