	Report: The goal of this project is to verify and explain reports from Southeast Asia that citrus interplanted with guava interferes with infestations of citrus aphids, leafminers and mites.  Guava plantings have been established at three locations in Florida, although the plantings were delayed because there were not enough guava trees available for the experiments, which necessitated air-layering plants and getting them big enough to plant outdoors.  Following practices in Vietnam, we have been waiting to plant the citrus until the guava trees are well established.  Nematode issues have complicated getting good stands of guava established.  While we expected to plant citrus the guava during October or November of 2008, this planting has been delayed.  Second year funding will not be requested for this project, but we anticipate investigating the effect of guava on various citrus insects under a separate project being commandeered by Dr. Tim Gottwald.
