	ABSTRACT: At this point, we have collected and germinated seeds from several of the candidate categories listed in the proposal, including pummelos, intergeneric hybrids with Poncirus, and others; seedlings are being grown in DPI-certified greenhouses at the CREC to provide budwood for topworking and young trees to plant directly in the field. We have not been able to acquire seed of all the selections we intend to test, because the project approval came some time after the season for seed acquisition. We had an agreement with one grower in Florida to plant out the range of genetic diversity we hoped to test, but that agreement has been terminated, and we are currently looking for other options within Florida.  We are working on the list of materials that can be sent to our collaborators in China, without compromising UF-IFAS intellectual property rights.
