	ABSTRACT: The citrus extension agents conducted the "Low Volume Application Technology for Citrus Pests" program in six locations around central and south Florida in October.  These programs discussed: low volume labeled materials; low volume application; application considerations; and worker safety.  Program attendance exceeded 300 participants. As part of greening control, selected agents are actively involved in assisting with the development of area wide spray events.  These targeted sprays are to suppress psyllids over a wider geographic area. 

In addition to the above program, agents are actively involved in conducting grower programs (6), field visits (47), educating Master Gardeners (2) and the general public in greening identification and control issues.
