This report covers the period July 1, 2010 through September 30, 2010. This project was funded July 1, 2009. This program
now operates on a no-cost extension.

Two general coordinating meetings were held during this period. One presentation to the Indian River Citrus League was
made during this period.

The number of sites being monitored was: Indian River 265, St. Lucie 315, and Martin 150. This is the same as the last
reporting period.

1. There were 3,445 trees surveyed in Indian River County, 4,095 in St.Lucie County, and 1,950 in Martin County.

2. There were 1,873 psyllids coaught in Indian River County, 542 in St. Lucie County and 400 in Martin County for a total of
2,815 psyllids caught.

Intensive sampling for the aerial spray program began on Sept. 2, 2010. This pre application sampling ended on Sept 10.
An application of 1 quart of malathion per acre occurred from Sept. 11 through Sept. 18. The post application sampling
began on Sept. 23. The data from these activities will be detailed in the next report.

Participants in this program intensively reviewed the data collected to date. Based on that review and after consultation with
key members of the Indian River community, an areawide application is being coordinated for the last two weeks in January
2011. This application and associated monitoring will be the last field activity of this project.
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
